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Forty Hill Church of England Primary School
Forty Hill Church of England (C.E.) Primary School is a 1-form entry school founded by the Church to serve the local community. For 2024 entry, there are 24 places available in the Nursery class, and 30 places available in the Reception class each academic year.
Admission to the school will be determined by the Governing Body. Admission is dependent upon the number of applications received, and the admission criteria in place at that time, which are subject to annual review.
ADMISSION TO THE NURSERY CLASS
Children may enter the Nursery class at the beginning of the 2025 academic year if they are born between 1st September 2021 and 31st August 2022 or the term after they have reached 3 years of age (if a space is available).
All applicants must complete a Nursery Supplementary Information Form (SIF) available on the school’s website.
Under the School Admissions Code of Practice 2003, a child attending nursery is not guaranteed admissions to the Main School.
Nursery Day
From Summer Term 2025, Forty Hill Nursery is able to offer 30 nursery hours per week. Add hours 
Criteria for Provision of Hours
The Nursery day will start at 8.45am and end at 3:15pm. 
Due to extra staffing requirements, Breakfast Club and After School Clubs will not be on offer to the Nursery pupils. 
From April 2025, the school will offer 24 places for 30 hours providing that we have applications from a minimum of 10 pupils for 30 hours Otherwise, the school will continue to offer 24 places for fifteen hours in the morning.
In September 2025, the school will offer 24 places for 30 hours providing we have applications from a minimum of 10 pupils for 30 hours. Otherwise, the school will continue to offer 24 places for fifteen hours in the morning. 
Application for the Nursery places will continue to follow our Admissions Policy and we would like to make clear that applications for 15 hours or 30 hours will be treated equally- the admissions criteria will dictate decisions over allocation of places, not the number of hours requested.
Parental Requirements
Parents applying for the full 30 hours per week will be required to either 
1) Apply for 30 hours Childcare Vouchers on a termly basis.
Or
2) Pay for the hours required at a cost of £6.50 per hour, totalling £97.50 for a full week. These payments will need to be made on Arbor. 
Children who are attending for the full Nursery day, will need to bring a packed lunch.
[bookmark: _Hlk191293490]Lunchtime is not covered by the 30 hours; therefore parents/carers will need to pay an additional cost of £3.00 per day totalling £15.00 for a full week. These payments will need to be made on Arbor.
Staffing
Staffing is dependent on the number of applicants for the full 30 hours.
There will always be a qualified teacher and a teaching assistant present for the morning session. Depending on numbers for the afternoon session, there will either be a) a qualified teacher and teaching assistant or b) a EYFS HLTA/ Level 3 TA and a teaching assistant. This will be based upon the ratios set by the Department of Education in Early_years_qualification_requirements_and_standards_-_Jan_24.pdf
