· At Forty Hill we use the structure of the Primary French curriculum from Classroom Secrets with CGP French resources to support.
· This MFL scheme of work and the accompanying resources from Classroom Secrets are designed to help support the delivery of the statutory modern foreign languages curriculum as outlined in the National Curriculum published 2014. 
· The sequence of progression for our scheme of work has been carefully planned and considered in order for the lessons to introduce the vocabulary needed to complete topics and to link into future topics as they emerge. 
· New vocabulary is orally rehearsed and recorded in vocabulary books. Following further opportunities to practise listening, speaking and reading new vocabulary with images and in sentences, the pupils will then apply their understanding of the new topic to a written task. Previous learning is revisited at the start of every lesson. The children’s listening, speaking, reading and writing skills are assessed continuously throughout the school year with an assessment event at the end of the year, where children can practice their spoken French in role play.
